Estimated Replacement Period of an HDD

Although the HDD life differs depending on the usage environment, an HDD is certainly a consumable device. When used at an
ambient temperature of 25 degrees Celsius, errors such as write error may start to occur at the operating time of 20,000 hours.
When it reaches over 30,000 hours, the HDD can die due to the deterioration of the read/ write head or the motor in it.

Keep the ambient temperature under 25 degrees Celsius and replace HDDs at the point of 18,000 hours for your secure data
management.

With
default setting, it performs a warning at the operating time of 20,000 hours where errors such as write error can start to occur. As
described on the previous slide, the reliability of an HDD starts to decrease rapidly before the operating time reaches 20,000 hours.
