Install the dome

cover after the base is installed.

If the grease or the stain
still remains, use anti-static gloves or an oil-free cloth dipped with detergent and clean the
glass surface gently until itis clean.

® |fthereis dust on the front glass surface, remove the dust gently using an oil-free brush or
arubber dust blowing ball.

4 Mount Your Came
4.1 Ceiling Mount

You can adopt wall mount or ceiling mount and purchase hardware accessories by yourself. The

following part takes wall mount as an example. Wall mount is similar to ceilling mount and
therefore is omitted here.

1. Locate the positions of the holes. Paste installation positioning stickers on the ceiling and
lead the cables through the hole on the wall.
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2. Drillholes on the wall. Use a @6-6.5mm drill bit to drill 30 mm-depth guide holes according
to the positions marked by stickers.
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3. Mount the plastic rivets of self-tapping screws. Knock the plastic rivets into the guide holes
and ensure that they are tightened up.
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4. Detach the housing from the base plate with the marks aligned.
